Immunogen: Recombinant human BLyS (134-285aa) purified from E. coli

Isotype: Mouse IgG3 heavy chain and  light chain

Clone: Anti-human BLyS mAb, clone H4-C7, is derived from hybridization of mouse FO myeloma cells with spleen cells from BALB/c mice immunized with a recombinant human BLyS protein. 
Description: B lymphocyte stimulator (BLyS),a member of the tumor necrosis factor (TNF) superfamily of cytokines, induces B-cell proliferation and immunoglobulin secretion and is a key regulator of peripheral B-cell populations in vivo.. BLyS is made by immune-cells called monocytes and macrophages. When monocytes and macrophages are activated, BLyS is released and binds to a receptor found only on B cells.
Concentration: 1mg/ml
Form: Liquid in PBS (pH 7.4) with 0.1% Sodium Azide

Storage: Can be stored at 4℃ for up to one month, but store at -20℃ for long term storage. Avoid repeated freezing and thawing cycles.

Usage: The antibody has been tested by ELISA and Western blot analysis to assure specificity and reactivity. Since application varies, however, each investigation should be titrated by the reagent to obtain optimal results. Recommended dilution range for Western blot analysis is 1:500 ~ 1:1,000.

Recommended starting dilution is 1:500.

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Western blot analysis


Tissue lysates of Rat spleen (60ug) were resolved by SDS-PAGE, transferred to NC membrane and probed with anti-human BLyS (1:500). Proteins were visualized using a goat anti-mouse secondary antibody conjugated to HRP and an ECL detection system.
