Immunogen: Recombinant human PPP1R14A (1-147aa) purified from E. coli
Isotype: Mouse IgG2a heavy chain and  light chain
Clone: Anti-human PPP1R14A mAb, clone 4H10, is derived from hybridization of mouse FO myeloma cells with spleen cells from BALB/c mice immunized with a recombinant human PPP1R14A protein. 
Description: PPP1R14A (Protein phosphatase 1 regulatory subunit 14A) is a phosphorylation-dependent inhibitory protein for smooth muscle myosin phosphate. Myosin phosphatase can reverse MYL (myosin light chain) phosphorylation to induce a state of relaxation. However, during agonist-induced contraction at constant Ca2+ concurrent inhibition of myosin phosphatase leads to increases in MYL phosphorylation and tension. These calcium-independent increases in myosin phosphorylation and tension are termed calcium sensitization. 
Concentration: 1 mg/ml
Form: Liquid in Phosphate-Buffered Saline (pH 7.4) with 0.1% Sodium Azide

Preparation and Storage: The antibody was purified from mouse ascitic fluids by protein-G affinity chromatography. Can be stored at 4℃ for up to one month, but store at -20℃ for long term storage. Avoid repeated freezing and thawing cycles.
Usage: The antibody has been tested by ELISA and Western blot analysis to assure specificity and reactivity. Since application varies, however, each investigation should be titrated by the reagent to obtain optimal results. Recommended dilution range for Western blot analysis is 1:250 ~ 1:1000.

Recommended starting dilution is 1:500.

The Cell lysates of A549 (30ug) were resolved by SDS-PAGE, transferred to NC membrane and probed with anti-human PPP1R14A (1:500). Proteins were visualized using a goat anti-mouse secondary antibody conjugated to HRP and an ECL detection system.
